 Currently, the company serves 15% of the city with its sewage system. The approximate length of the existing 

network is 27 km, on which a CCTV survey shall be conducted. Based on the results obtained, rehabilitation and 
construction works of the existing system shall be determined. 

 A new sewage system with an approximate length of 153 km should be installed in the remaining 85% of the 
city; 

 The current wastewater treatment plant is not functioning, therefore, a new facility needs to be designed. 

Construction of the sewage system of the village of Akhalsopli, Senaki Municipality: 

 Population: 261 people; 
 As of now, the company does not serve the village with sewage systems. Accordingly, it is necessary to design a 

sewage system with an approximate length of 9 km; 
 The design infrastructure shall be connected to the Senaki City Project Wastewater Treatment Plant.

 Currently, the company does not serve the village with water supply and sewage systems. Accordingly, it is 

necessary to design a water supply system with an approximate length of 15 km and a sewage system with an 
approximate length of 20 km; 

 The designed sewage infrastructure shall be connected to the designed sewage treatment plant of the city of 
Abasha. 

Water supply and sewage systems in the village of Gaghma Kodori, Abasha Municipality: 

 Population: 379 people; 
 Currently, the company does not serve the village with water supply and sewage systems. Accordingly, it is 

necessary to design a water supply system with an approximate length of 12 km and a sewage system with an 
approximate length of 17 km; 

 The designed sewage infrastructure shall be connected to the designed sewage treatment plant of the city of 
Abasha. 

Water supply and sewage systems in the village of Etseri, Abasha Municipality: 

 Population: 629 people; 
 Currently, the company does not serve the village with water supply and sewage systems. Accordingly, it is 

necessary to design a water supply system with an approximate length of 17 km and a sewage system with an 
approximate length of 22 km; 

 The designed sewage infrastructure shall be connected to the designed sewage treatment plant of the city of 
Abasha. 

Water supply and sewage systems in the village of Abashispiri, Abasha Municipality: 

 Population: 262 people; 
 Currently, the company serves 70% of the village with its water supply system. The approximate length of the 

existing network is 5 km. A new water supply system with an approximate length of 2 km should be installed on 
the remaining 30%; 

 Currently, the company does not serve the village with a sewage system. Accordingly, it is necessary to design a 
sewage system with an approximate length of 7 km; 

 The designed sewage infrastructure shall be connected to the designed sewage treatment plant of the city of 
Abasha. 

Construction of the sewage system in the village of Norio, Abasha Municipality: 
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 Population: 614 people; 
 Currently, the company does not serve the village with sewage systems. Accordingly, it is necessary to design a 

sewage system with an approximate length of 15 km; 
 The project infrastructure shall be connected to the project wastewater treatment plant of the city of Abasha. 

Lot 3: 

Rehabilitation/Construction of the sewage system of the Manglisi settlement of Tetritskaro Municipality and 
Construction of a Wastewater Treatment Plant:

 A new sewage system with an approximate length of 108 km shall be arranged for the remaining 98% of the city;  
 Currently, the sewage treatment plant is not functioning; therefore, a new facility needs to be designed. 

Water supply and sewage systems for the village of Algeti, Tetritskaro Municipality: 

 Population: 152 people; 
 Currently, the company serves 70% of the village with a water supply system. The approximate length of the 

existing network is 11 km. A new water supply system with an approximate length of 4 km shall be installed on 
the remaining 30%. 

 Currently, the company does not serve the village with a sewage system. Accordingly, it is necessary to design a 
sewage system with an approximate length of 15 km. 

 The sewage project infrastructure shall be connected to the Manglisi sewage treatment plant. 

After completion of the detailed design service, the Consultant will be requested to provide the technical part of the 
Tender Package, including the Works Requirement/Specification and BOQ (Priced and tender version, empty), adapted 
so that UWSCG is able to announce the International Procurement under IFIs’ procurement rules.
